1.  Agur BOOTH 1 (son of Nathan Booth, Jr. and Eunice Birdsey) was born on 12 Dec 1779 in Huntington 

(Shelton since 1915), Monroe County, Connecticut.2,3,4,5 He appeared on the census in 1810 in Huntington, 

Fairfield County, Connecticut. He appeared as "Ager" Booth on the census in 1820 in Genoa, Cayuga County, 

New York. He appeared on the census in 1830 in Sempronius Township, Cayuga County, New York.6 He died 

on 17 Apr 1831 and was buried in Moravia, New York; Dry Creek (or Old Pioneer) cemetery.7 Agur purchased 

100 acres of land, Genoa, Cayuga County, New York on 4 May 1814, and additional land on 2 May 1822. 

Information on children of Agur Booth was obtained from "The Genealogy of the Booth Family." Seven 

children recorded at Stratford, Connecticut. Buried at Moravia, New York are Agur, wife Betsey (2nd wife) and 

Charles T., son of Agur and Betsey (from cemetery records).

LaPorte County, Indiana and8 was buried in Union Mills cemetery.7

6.  Edwin BOOTH 1 was born on 26 Feb 1810 in Stratford, Fairfield County, Connecticut.2,3,4,5,8 He 

appeared on the census in 1840 in LaPorte County, Indiana.10 He was a farmer in 1850 in Noble Township, 

LaPorte County, Indiana. The name was Boothe in the 1840 and 1850 census. He was a grocer in 1860 in 

Knoxville, Knox County, Illinois.11 He appeared on the census in 1860 and 1870 in Knoxville, Knox County, 

Illinois.11,12 He was a wagon maker in 1880 in Knoxville. The 1880 census listed the name as Edward Booth.  

 

 
 

 

He died on 25 Nov 1885 in Knoxville and was buried in Knoxville. Edwin Booth, a native of Connecticut, came 

to Knoxville, Illinois from Michigan City, Indiana in the early 1850s. For information on the ancestors of Edwin

census).  She died on 7 Feb 1899 in Knoxville, and was buried in Knoxville the cemetery.5 
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The newspaper, Thursday February 9, 1899, reported death of Mrs. Booth on Tuesday (Feb. 7) at her home in 

the Southeast part of town. The will of Nancy Booth is listed in the Index to Estates in the Knox County 

courthouse, and shows John F. Hinthorn as executor. Edwin BOOTH and Nancy FULLER had the following 

children:
